Old Books- Amazing You!

Directions on how to create items (picture frames, collages, memory boards, switch plates, etc.) made with pages from old books, magazine pages, catalogues, calendars, menus, photographs, etc. 

· Choose a theme- math; recipes; spelling words; word sayings; crosswords; stories; sports; games – anything you can now read about, figure out or do successfully, thanks to the help you received from your literacy council.  This is your story, use this time to brag!
· Next cut out your theme from the books and magazines supplied here (we have some themed folders already cut out, if you would like to use some of them also.)
· Once you have enough cut outs to cover your item, set them aside.
· Dry fit your cut outs how you like.  Using a foam brush cover a small area of your item with the podge and smooth on your cut outs. Continue until all cut outs are podged to your item.  
· For the switch only- use an exacto knife to cut an X where the switch comes through, gently fold back and podge the paper to the back of the plate, to hold it in place.
· Apply a final topcoat of podge to all projects.
· Once dry, decorate as you like, with buttons, stickers, scrabble tiles, puzzle pieces etc.                         get as creative as you wish ☺
